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Grupo VELUX e Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma fecham parceria para celebrar o conceito Living
Places

Lisboa, 9 de outubro de 2023 - O Grupo VELUX, pioneiro no desenvolvimento de janelas de telhado,
fechou um acordo de parceria com a construtora holandesa Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma para a
construcdo de habitagGes mais sustentaveis na parte Norte da Holanda. Este acordo permite que a
construtora seja ndo s6 a primeira a utilizar o conceito Living Places nos seus processos de
desenvolvimento e construgdao, bem como a construir o primeiro protétipo na Holanda.

Sendo o setor da construgao responsavel por 37% das emissdes globais de CO2, existe uma urgente
necessidade de implementar solugdes de baixo carbono. No inicio deste ano, o Grupo VELUX e os seus
parceiros EFFEKT e Artelia, apresentaram o conceito Living Places como um exemplo de como repensar
os edificios pode ajudar a resolver alguns dos desafios globais do clima e da sadde. Um dos principais
objetivos deste projeto é o de expandir o conceito para o resto da Europa e aplica-lo de forma mais ampla
através da partilha de conhecimentos.

"Existe uma necessidade de acelerar a transigGo para um futuro mais sustentdvel no setor da construgdo
e, por isso, tem sido importante para nds encontrar os aliados certos e parceiros pioneiros na expanséo do
conceito Living Places. Acreditamos que encontrdmos um parceiro ideal na Dijkstra Draisma, uma vez que
partilhamos os mesmos valores e a mesma abordagem de inovagdo, bem a ambigéo de tornar o setor da
construc@o menos prejudicial para o planeta.. Acredito que podemos aprender muito ao trabalhar com a
Dijkstra Draisma, uma vez que sdo pioneiros na industria da constru¢Go holandesa em habitacdo
sustentdvel" aponta Lone Feifer, Diretor para Edificios Sustentaveis do Grupo VELUX.

A Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma tem a ambi¢do de construir as futuras casas dos Paises Baixos de uma
forma mais sustentdvel e ja desenvolveu uma casa de estrutura de madeira substituivel, isolada com
materiais de base biolégica como a Typha, Miscanthus, Canhamo e Linho.

"Estamos muito felizes e orgulhosos por termos fechado esta parceria com a VELUX e por comegarmos a
integrar estes principios nos nossos projetos de construgdo. Os resultados que a VELUX e os seus parceiros
alcancaram com o projeto Living Places sdo muito inspiradores e encaixam perfeitamente na nossa visGo
relativamente a redug¢do da pegada de CO2 no ambiente construido. Estamos ansiosos por partilhar os
nossos conhecimentos e experiéncias," refere Biense Dijkstra, CEO da Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma.

Neste acordo de parceria com a Dijkstra Draisma, o Grupo VELUX compromete-se a partilhar
conhecimentos, analises, calculos e simulagdes sobre o conceito Living Places, bem como informacao
detalhada sobre os cinco principios chave do Living Places: apostar em casas adaptaveis, saudaveis,
simples, acessiveis e partilhadas ao longo do tempo. O Grupo VELUX ird, além disso, partilhar
aprendizagens concretas e know-how do protdtipo Living Places em Copenhaga e trabalhar em estreita
colaboragcdo com a Dijkstra Draisma para trocar conhecimentos sobre habitacdo de baixo carbono.

The VELUX Group has entered a partner agreement with the Dutch house builder Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma on building
more sustainable housing in the Northern part of the Netherlands. With this partner agreement, Bouwgroep Dijkstra
Draisma is the first house builder to use the Living Places concept in their development and construction processes and to
build the first prototype in the Netherlands based on the concept.

With the building industry accounting for 37% of the global CO2 emissions there is a urgent need for low carbon solutions to be
scaled and implemented in the building industry. Earlier this year, the VELUX Group and its partners, EFFEKT and Artelia,
presented the Living Places concept as one example of how rethinking buildings can help solve some of the global climate and
health challenges. An important aim and aspect of the Living Places project is to scale the concept to the rest of Europe and to
apply Living Places more broadly through knowledge sharing. The new partner agreement between The VELUX Group and
Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma, is the first partner agreement on the Living Places project and the Dutch company will be the first
house builder to use the Living Places concept in its development and construction processes and to build a full scale Living
Places prototype in the Northern part of the Netherlands.

“There is a need to accelerate the transition towards a more sustainable future within the building industry and therefore it has
been important for us to find the right allies and pioneering partners on scaling the Living Places concept. We believe that we
have found an optimal partner in Dijkstra Draisma, as we share the same values and innovation approach and have a common
ambition to move the European building sector towards more sustainable buildings much faster. | believe that we can learn a
lot from working with Dijkstra Draisma, as they are a frontrunners in the Dutch building industry on sustainable housing” says
Lone Feifer, Director for Sustainable Buildings in the VELUX Group.

Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma has an ambition to build the future homes of the Netherlands in a more sustainable way and has
already developed a replaceable timbered frame house insulated with biobased materials like cattail, miscanthus, hemp and
flax.

“We are very happy and proud to have entered this partnership with VELUX and to start to integrate these principles into our
building projects. The results that VELUX and their partners have achieved with their Living Places project are very inspiring and
fit seamlessly with our vision regarding reducing the CO2 footprint in the built environment. We are looking forward to
exchange our knowledge and experience,” says Biense Dijkstra, CEO in Bouwgroep Dijkstra Draisma.

A partner agreement to build more sustainable housing

In the partner agreement with Dijkstra Draisma, the VELUX Group commits to share knowledge, analyses, calculations and
simulations on the Living Places concept as well as detailed information on the five key Living Places principles: that homes
should be adaptive, healthy, simple, scalable and shared over time, with the Dutch house builder. The VELUX Group will
furthermore share concrete learnings and know-how from the Living Places Copenhagen-prototype and work closely together
with Dijkstra Draisma to exchange knowledge on low carbon housing.
